
1.0 PLAYER STANDARDS & RESPONSIBILITIES  

The Player must always act in a Professional and Respectful manner towards all Officials, Coaches 
from both home and away teams, and Supporters from both home and away teams. Players are not 
to engage in any verbal abuse or arguments at any time. The Player is to advise officials, Coaching 
Staff or Operations Committee Members who will handle any issues on your behalf.  

 

1.1  The Player must always maintain an excellent code of conduct and behaviour during training 
and at games to reflect well on the club. The Player is a representative of Caboolture Sports FC, 
Caboolture Sports Club Inc, Club Sponsors, and all members of the club as a whole.  

1.2  The Player agrees to participate in all training sessions & events as directed by the coaching 
staff. 1 weeks’ notice must be given for long term absence (more than 1 session) and players 
must endeavour to give 24 hours’ notice of short-term absence (1 session). Not giving notice is a 
breach of our player conduct. Notice is to be provided by using the correct Media (Teamapp)  

1.3  Failure to attend training for non-acceptable reason could result in reduced game time at 
the weekend  

1.4  The Player must not bring the Club, Committee’s, Volunteers, or Coaching Staff’s name into 
disrepute. The Player is to direct all issues to the Coaching Staff or the Operations Committee 
Representatives.  

1.5  The Player agrees to meet the requirements as guided by the TD and coaching staff to 
complete the daily wellness records and attendance notification or any self-reflection exercises 
through the correct club apps (Infinite and Teamapp)  

1.6  The Player acknowledges and accepts that any kind of Racial Abuse towards any player, 
official, committee member, volunteer, or supporter whether from home or away clubs is 
unacceptable. Caboolture Sports FC has a ZERO tolerance policy when it comes to racial abuse 
and any player found to be in breach of this policy will have their playing agreement terminated 
immediately.  

1.7  The player acknowledges and accepts that any kind of Abuse towards any player, official, 
committee member, volunteer, or supporter whether from home or away clubs is unacceptable. 
If experienced during games, the said player will be substituted and will take no further 
participation in the game.  

1.8  The Player will always respect the club’s facilities (change rooms, clubhouse, fields, goals, 
infrastructure) always, and report any damage caused by the player or other person to the 
Coaching Staff Immediately.  

1.9  The Player must maintain a standard of dress code as directed by the Coaching Staff and 
Junior Operations Committee. The dress code expectation is in force before games as well as 
after games have been completed. Dress code will be made clear to players before the start of 



the season. This includes always wearing suitable footwear. Bare feet outside the changing room 
is not acceptable at any time.  

1.10 The player must adhere to all Football Queensland, Football Federation Australia, and 
Caboolture Sports FC codes of conduct, and are to make their own parents/supporters aware of the 
spectator’s code of conduct which is available on the club’s website for reference or download.  

2.0 SOCIAL MEDIA  

2.1  The player agrees to abide by the club’s social media policies, which can be found on the 
club’s website for reference or download.  

2.2  The player agrees to not be involved in any social media posts that could bring the club, 
player, squad, sponsors, or members of the club into disrepute.  

2.3  The player agrees and acknowledges the importance and repercussions of negative social 
media comments or posts and the effect this can have on the club, player, squad, sponsors, and 
members of the club.  

2.4  If the player is found to be in breach of the club’s social media policy whether on the club’s 
own social media platforms or on the player’s own personal social media platforms, the player 
may be requested to attend a disciplinary meeting with the Coaching Staff and Operations 
Committee members to show cause as to why this playing agreement is not terminated.  

2.5  If the player finds that they have been the topic of negative social media comments, then 
the player is to report this to the Coaching Staff or the General Manager immediately with 
evidence for review.  

2.6  The player agrees and acknowledges the importance and repercussions for any acts of 
online bullying or sharing of inappropriate material or pictures to any other member of 
Caboolture Sports FC
